VIDEO INSTALLATION SUBMISSIONS:   
Hunterdon and Bucks County filmmakers can submit short films (1-5 minutes in length) about or inspired by 
Hunterdon-Bucks County to the outdoor video installation for free by emailing artistvisions@gmail.com a URL link to 
their video online by April 30, 2011.  Attachments and mailed DVD's will not be accepted for consideration.  
Submissions must be emailed as a URL, where the submission can be watched online.  Those selected for the installation 
will be notified by May 8, 2011 and must  provide a high-resolution copy of their submission on DVD for inclusion in the 
installation by May 15, 2011.
